o Year over Year (Dec. 2011 compared with Dec. 2010), 

employment increased by 2.3% (4,900). The 
unemployment rate declined by 0.7 percentage points to 
13.1%, slightly offset by a 0.1% increase in the labour 
force.    
 

o Annually (2011 compared with 2010), employment 
increased by 2.7% (6,000). The unemployment rate 
declined by 1.7 percentage points to 12.7%, slightly 
offset by a 0.3% increase in the labour force participation 
rate.

o Employment in NL during 2010 totalled 219,400. Of 

those employed: 

¶ 29% were employed by government (federal, 
provincial and municipal)  

¶ 10% were self-employed 

¶ 61% were employed by business (and other 
organizations) enterprises. 

 
o 10% of enterprise employment (6% of total employment) 

was from micro enterprises (less than 5 employees). 
 

o 55% of enterprise employment (34% of total 
employment) was from small enterprises (less than 100 
employees). Small enterprises accounted for: 

¶ 80% of construction employment 

¶ 75% of accommodations and food services 
employment 

¶ 69% of professional, scientific and technical 
services employment
